RIDE ITINERARY
DAY 1: TIMARU TO KUROW (125KM) –   After putting gear on trailers, and a last minute check of bikes, we leave the SBS Events Centre car park in our Ride Groups.  Early morning traffic will mean extra care will be required, particularly at the Wai-iti & Otipua Road roundabout.  On to Beaconsfield Road to Brassels Bridge joining State Highway 1 and onto the first stop at Waimate for lunch.  After lunch we tackle the Waimate Gorge, then immediately turn left thus avoiding Waihaorunga then rejoin Highway 82 at Ikawai, finishing with a flat run into Kurow and some well deserved refreshments.
DAY 2 – KUROW TO TEKAPO ARMY BARRACKS (133KM) – A BIG DAY – OUCH! 

Following a great sleep, we leave in our groups heading for Omarama.  After 28km we tackle the Otematata hill, which should test pre ride training.  From Omarama travelling through awesome scenery we stop for lunch at Twizel and then past Lake Pukaki, stopping at Tekapo B Power Station for a well earned rest, having completed our second big climb of the day.  An easy ride to the overnight stay at the Army Barracks and some Sponsors products. 
DAY 3: TEKAPO ARMY BARRACKS TO TIMARU (111KM) – If the butt can still handle it, it’s back on the bikes for the home run, realizing it is only 111km to achieving your goal of completing the ride.  We ride through Tekapo onto Burkes Pass clearing the last of the hills before an easy ride to Cave for lunch, finishing in our Ride Groups at the SBS Events Centre in Morgans Road.
